[ Medical Conditions — Medical conditions must be properly diagnosed and documented by a licensed
medical doctor, doctor of osteopathy, or licensed clinical psychologist. Medical documentation is required
and must be submitted with this form. The doctor or psychologist must recommend either partial or no
enrollment, and they must indicate the term for which the reduced course load is applicable. A reduced
course load may be advised for more than one term, but it cannot exceed 12 months. A new reduced course
load application must be submitted each semester along with medical documentation.

[] Program End Date Approaching — Students who are in their final term of study and do not require a full
course load to complete their program may apply for a reduced course load.

[ Concurrent Enroliment - If the student is taking courses at another approved institution, they may apply for
a reduced course load. The student must be taking more than half of their courses at NOBTS/Leavell
College. Concurrent enrollment between the schools must be equivalent to a full course load. All concurrent
enrollment must have prior approval from the Registrar’s Office.
